The meeting convened at 3:03 p.m.
1.  CALL TO ORDER
President Mike Dillon called the meeting to order.  
2.  APPROVE AGENDA
The agenda was approved by the board.
3.  APPROVE MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 21, 2009 MEETING
The board approved the minutes from the October 21, 2009 meeting.
4.  PRESIDENT’S REPORT
Mike Dillon did not present a report.
5.
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT

Leigh reported that the first quarter is finished.  There were twenty (20) students that earned a 4.0 and 53% of students had a GPA of 3.0 or higher.  Twelve students have been put on academic probation.  If students aren’t successful at ACE then ACE might not be the right choice for the student.  Next quarter, if the student is still failing, a meeting will be scheduled to go over the students options.  Very few students remain on probation for a second quarter.  
ACE participated in the Rotary Career Day.  Six 8th grade students from Vaughn Middle School and their mentors visited ACE.  The students and Rotarians were impressed.  ACE had twelve 10th graders participate in TMCC Heritage Day.  Sophomores get exposed to the Community College Campus.
Two weeks ago, ACE held a Junior/Senior Career and College night.  It was very successful.  Karen Fleischmann, an ACE teacher, coordinates that.  Jostens was here, the Apprenticeship Programs, the Military, UNR, TMCC, WNCC and ABC.
Leigh stated that in each board member’s packet is a list of proposed upcoming board meetings.  She asked that board members look it over and if there are any issues, please email Leigh.  At the next meeting the dates will be decided.  
Leigh introduced Adam Nicely, the Dean of Attendance and Testing.  Adam reported that seventy (70) students are testing this week in Math, Science, Reading and Writing.  ACE needs 100% participation, which is key, since we are small.  Students must pass the proficiency exams to graduate from high school and test dates are mandated by the State.  New this year, the 11th graders will test at this time.  They usually wait until March to test.  This is another opportunity to pass.  Culture changes were made this year.  Posters were made and hung up in the halls.  Classes were offered to help the students pass.  Leigh said Adam is doing a good job.
Ed reported that at the house heating under the floor will be installed tomorrow.  A used shuttle bus has been purchased.  Ed thanked Q & D for having some work done on it.  The portable building is ready to have the stairs installed.

a. Governing Board Nominations

Pat is on the AGC Education Committee, so Leigh has worked with him before.  He has a teacher’s license.  Someone can be reappointed immediately to take Craig Holt’s position, if the board so desires.  Someone needs to be nominated for the second Vice President Position.

Matt Clafton nominated Paul Georgeson for the 2nd Vice President position.  Paul said he has been asked in the past, but has felt the board would be better represented by someone in the industry.  Matt stated that he feels that Paul has a lot of valuable insight and his expertise is in construction law.  Paul always attends the meetings and is always accountable and Matt feels there is no better choice.  Paul said he would abide by the consensus.  The motion was made and approved for Paul’s nomination as 2nd Vice President.
