The meeting convened at 2:09 p.m.
1.  CALL TO ORDER
Second Vice President Tim Heydon called the meeting to order.  
2.  APPROVE AGENDA
The agenda was approved by the board with the change of moving item 6, New Business,  to the next item for discussion.  
6.
NEW BUSINESS
a. Open Sealed Bids for 4941 Hombre Way

Leigh stated that one sealed bid was received for $185,000 with ACE to pay up to $5,000 in closing costs.  Earnest money, a good faith estimate and approval from a lender is all included.  Ed said closing is usually about forty-five days and closing costs are usually around $5,000.  The purchaser is an ACE graduate.  The board approved this bid and the sale of the house.  Michele asked if ACE could do some marketing, such as alumni gives back, regarding the sale of the house.  Leigh said she would work on that with Bauserman.

Ed said he would call the title company tomorrow to open an escrow account.  Unless the buyer wants to use another title company, however this is the title company ACE as always used and they are knowledgeable about the payment to WCSD for the land.  The buyer was agreeable to using the same title company.

c.
Adjustments to Final Budget for 2009/10

Leigh told the board that they all have a copy of the budget.  The budget was approved by the board a month ago.  After the legislative session, the board approved a final budget.  Now an adjusted budget has been prepared.  There are two internal documents in the board’s packet, the new updated budget and the previous budget.  The legislature voted to increase the per pupil funding on the basic support, not the local support, which is from property taxes.  A NevadaWorks grant was added for $75,605.  Cash on hand changed and projected students changed from 220 to 210.  ACE currently has 160 students enrolled for next year.  The WCSD 1% expense also decreased.  The board needs to approve the adjusted budget within sixty days after the end of the session.  The board approved the adjusted budget.  The signature page was passed around for the board members to sign.
d.
Critical Needs


Leigh discussed the legislative update to critical labor shortage laws.  ACE has two positions that fall under the critical labor shortage, NRS 286-523 and AB488, which means that ACE can hire back a retired teacher.  The special education teacher and construction education teacher are both critical needs.  The board needs to re-approve these positions as critical needs so that ACE may hire back the current teachers.  ACE has been advertising on-line, at UNR, and University of Phoenix, since April.  No qualified candidates were found.  The board approved these positions as critical needs.

3.  APPROVE MINUTES FROM MAY 20, 2009 MEETING
The board approved the minutes from the May 20, 2009 meeting.
4.  PRESIDENT’S REPORT
No President’s report was given.
5.
PRINCIPAL’S REPORT

Leigh reported that Silvia could not attend the meeting because the AYP results came in and she is reconciling the results.  Since ACE students change status four times a year, due to the quarter system, ACE results are never correct.  Silvia wanted to thank the board for attending graduation.  Forty-four students graduated and three received Certificates of Attendance, because they still need to pass proficiency tests.
Leigh said that ACE should hear back soon if the CTE grant for $18,000 will be received.
Silvia is leaving ACE.  She will be the new Vice Principal of curriculum at Galena High School.  Friday is her last day.  Her transition has gone very well.  ACE is still working on getting the bank switched over.  Leigh notified the board that check signing will be switched over to Robert DeRuse.  This needs to be in the minutes for the bank to make the change.  Leigh signs for FACE, so she didn’t think it would be appropriate for her to sign ACE checks as well.  Leigh would also like to add Ed Horan as a check signer, so that if Bob is gone, ACE has another signer available.  Mike Dillon, board president, already approved these changes last week.  Currently Chuck is a signer and the president is always a signer.  
Leigh will have an update for the board of an ACE reorganization.  She will send out an email to the board.  Some new teachers have been hired.  Economically Leigh thinks this reorganization will work better for ACE.  Leigh has been interviewing candidates for the administrator’s position, however she thinks it will be handled internally, and that will likely be her recommendation to the board.  Leigh said Silvia has done a great job and there are flowers from the board that Leigh will present to her.  The credit cards have been switched over.  The last thing to do is get the web access switched over. 
Leigh discussed enrollment.  Current enrollment is 160.  
Monday, fourteen people are leaving for National SkillsUSA.  Although, Leigh found out today that SkillsUSA made a mistake.  The silver medal winner was awarded the gold medal in plumbing.  Both winners were ACE students.  It is too late to make arrangements for the gold medal winner to attend SkillsUSA.  Leigh called SkillsUSA and will get the medals awarded to the right students.
Ed is still working on the portable.  Dale will be finishing some work up.  Ed will do the skirting and the finish work.  It will be used as a classroom next year.
Michele said that ABC received a partnership grant to teach the OSHA training.  They will train the ACE students for free.  Leigh thanked Michele for this terrific opportunity.

There will be no board meeting in July.
